Applicant should have been active in school and community activities, as well as in 4-H.

Scholarships must be used at an accredited college or post-secondary training program.

Application should be typewritten using Arial 11 point font; Maintain "% inch left and right margins using the formatted application.
Applicants must submit the following: a) Completed Scholarship Application; b) Current high school transcript that includes
GPA; c) One letter of reference from an Adams County 4-H advisor who is not a relative. Incomplete applications will not
be considered.
